The Tuberculosis Control Program (TBCP) is seeking a Public Health Nurse to act as a liaison 
between TBCP, Community Health Services and County correctional facilities.  PHN duties 
include: 1) assessing, evaluating and monitoring the health status of incarcerated TB suspects 
and cases through direct patient interview and chart review; 2) consultation and collaboration to 
promote continuity of care once released from a County correctional facility to district health 
center for continued management; 3) health teaching; 4) participating in process and outcome 
evaluation by monitoring identified nursing interventions or services.
